Installation
(J 1. PRE-INSTALLATION PROCEDURES

Q Raise rear of vehicle and support chassis with
jack stands positioned in front of the rear leaf
springs. Support the axle housing with a
hydraulic jack to relieve the axle weight.

QO Remove rear wheels from vehicle. Rear bumper
should also be removed if it restricts access to
spring hangers.

O Remove the spring shackle hardware from
original spring hangers. Retain original
mounting hardware for reinstallation.

Q Lower the hydraulic jack allowing leaf springs
and shackles to drop away from chassis.
HINT: If necessary, disconnect any other
components that prevent axle from being
lowered. Do NOT over extend brake lines.

O Remove the original shackle bushings and
sleeves from spring hangers.

L 3. MOUNT SLICKROCK SPRING
HANGERS TO CHASSIS

Q Align Slickrock Spring Hangers with original
spring hanger mounting holes in chassis.

Q Apply medium strength threadlocking
compound to bolt threads of original mounting
hardware. If condition of original mounting
hardware is questionable, replace with new
Grade 5 bolts, flat washers, and lock washers
and apply anti-seize lubricant instead.

O Secure Slickrock Spring Hangers to chassis
with appropriate mounting hardware.

QO Tighten Slickrock Spring Hanger mounting
hardware to factory specifications using a
torque wrench.

U 2. REMOVE OE SPRING HANGERS

Remove the hardware that secures the original
spring hangers to the chassis. Discard hangers,
but retain hardware if in good condition.

Q With original spring hangers removed, clean
chassis surface of any debris that may interfere
with installation of Slickrock Spring Hangers.

( 4. REINSTALL SPRINGS AND
RELATED COMPONENTS

QO Install original shackle bushings and sleeves in
Slickrock Spring Hangers. HINT: Install new
bushings if original parts are damaged or worn.
Polyurethane bushings should be lubricated
prior to installation.

O Raise the axle into position and align leaf spring
shackles with Slickrock Spring Hangers.

O Secure spring shackles to Slickrock Spring
Hangers using original mounting hardware.
HINT: Reconnect any other components that
may have been removed to lower the axle.

Q Reinstall rear wheels. Rear bumper should also
be reinstalled if it was previously removed.

O Remove the jack stands from beneath chassis
and lower vehicle to the ground.

Q Tighten all mounting hardware to factory
specifications using a torque wrench.
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
